INTERNATIONAL NEPAL FELLOWSHIP 

Nepal 

The International Nepal Fellowship (INF) is a 
Christian mission that serves the physical and 
spiritual needs of poor and disadvantaged 
Nepali people, and supports the Nepali church. 
Over the years, St Andrew’s has sent workers 
to serve with INF, while also supporting the 
work financially and in prayer. 
Give thanks that the rains, which are crucial 
for harvests, have arrived in Nepal but pray 
for safety in travel for INF staff and 
volunteers as roads are dangerous in the wet. 
Please also pray for protection for those, 
particularly the poorest, who live in areas 
susceptible to flooding and landslides. 
Pray for efforts to get plans for a chapel and 
pastoral care centre at INF’s Green Pastures 
Hospital and that these will be quickly 
approved by the authorities. Praise God for a 
Christian Nepali plastic surgeon who feels 
called by God to serve at Green Pastures and 
will help with rehabilitation of patients with 
disability. 
Please pray for plans to take groups of 
visitors to Nepal in the coming months. Pray 
that good numbers of people will apply, for 
safety in travel, and that they will be 
encouraged in their faith by seeing what God 
is doing in Nepal.
