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FINANCIAL UPDATE

For the 6 months to June 2018 the total general
offertory received was $490,140 against a
budget of $521,750. We are therefore
approximately $32,000 or 6% behind budget.
As our costs to date are in line with our budget
(and remembering that our full year budget is
based on their being only a small surplus), this
shortfall is being funded by our limited
reserves.

An analysis of EFT giving indicates that the
number of households who are regularly
giving is significantly less than the number of
households who regularly attend St Andrew’s
Roseville.

We therefore ask that if you are a member of St
Andrew’s and have not yet commenced giving
regularly to the ministry, that you prayerfully
consider doing so. The responsibility to fund
the work of St Andrew’s is on all of the
members. Details of how to give via EFT can
be found on the back page of this News sheet
or on the church website.
